
Samuel Garsed, a woollen
manufacturer who lived at Wood Lea,
South Lane, had been the organist
and choirmaster of the church.
He died in 1906 and his son,
Councillor David Garsed, a solicitor,
laid this stone in memory of his father.
David’s son, also Samuel, became the
long-serving organist at Southgate
(St. Paul’s).
